= Secure an estimate of the cost of the proposed construction;

“= Develtp a financial plan for defraying the total cost;
= Submit the above to the District Committee on Building and Location;
»  Sybmit the above to a properly called Church Conference (meeting of the enbire

congregation) to approve the preliminary plans.

The November 14® vote will be taken of all confirmed members of Centennial

United Methodist Church. (There are no age requirements — all confirmed members
are equal.) Only members present at the mesting may vote. (No absentee ballots.)
The vote will be taken by written ballot. A majority vote will determine whether the measure

passes or fails.

¥z tsp baking powder
Vs tap. salt
1 C. peanut butter chips
Granulated sugar

Heat oven to 373, In a large bowl, beat brown supar. peanut
butter, butter and egg with electric mixer on medium spesd
until creamyy, Om low speed, beat in flour, baking soda,
baking powder and salt. Stir in peanut butter chips.

Shape dough into 1 Y¥-inch balls. Dhp tops of balls into
granulated sugar. On ungreased cookie sheets. place balls,
sugared sides up, about 3 inches apart (do not flaten).

Bake 10-12 minutes or until light brown. Cool 5 minutes;
remove from cookie sheet to cooling racks. Make 3 doz.
