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A LOOK AT TRINITY’S PAST 
[Editor’s Note:  This is the start of a 

new column focusing on the history of 

Trinity Lutheran Church] 

O UR CHURCH HISTORY BEGAN in 1902 

when the first religious services con-

ducted in Birchwood were presided over by 

three women in the ladies waiting room at 

the Omaha Depot.  Mrs. Huss and Mrs. Wise 

taught Bible stories to the children.  Mrs. 

Loomis carried her folding organ to the de-

pot and taught songs to the children. 

Because the land companies were anxious 

to entice land buyers, they pushed for a 

church and a school to be built in Birch-

wood.  

Several German immigrants were among 

the first to settle here. 

F i r s t  B u i l d i n g .  .  .  

I N 1903 GEORGE HUSS donated land for 

the school and for Meth-

odist and Lutheran church-
es.  He and other founders 

built a new frame church 

building.  It was a simple 

building, 20 feet by 36 

feet, without a tower, 

with three windows on 

each side, each with 

colored glass.  There was no 

altar but a raised platform for the pastor.  

There was no basement or entryway.    

The church was dedicated in May 1904 un-

der the name, Slovak Zion Lutheran Church.  

Services were held in both German and Eng-

lish.  There were fewer than twenty mem-
bers.  At first, mission ministers came about 

once a month and conducted services in 

German. 

I N 1904 THE FIRST congregational meet-

ing was held.  At this time they voted on 

a new name for the church – Zion Evangeli-

cal Lutheran Church.  Pastor Johannes Wolff 

was the traveling district preacher sent by 

the Iowa synod to serve in the Wisconsin 

district.  Our congregation was accepted 

into the Iowa synod in June 1905. 

F i r s t  P a s t o r .  .  .  

T HE CONGREGATION SENT A call to Pastor 

Q. C. Bierman in July 

1905. He received $60 a year.  

Our first second-hand organ 

was purchased for $15.  Pas-

tor Bierman served for two 

years with all services and rec-

ords in German.
