Be Careful Little Child What You Do.
Matt.18:1-14.  (Pray) 

I recently preached a sermon on “Do not sin against the child”.  The Bible teaches us that Jesus loves children.  Our text tells us among other things that true Christian faith is a child like faith.  So, the world has a duty to be careful how they treat the little ones in society but children are not left without responsibility.  Every one of us is someone’s child and spiritually speaking, all born again believers are children of God.  My message today is “Be Careful Little Child What You Do.”  Let us work our way through the text and I hope we will be reminded to be careful what our eyes see, what our ears hear, what our mouth says, what our hands do and where our feet take us.  Consider five things to be careful about.  
I. BE CAREFUL ABOUT CONVERSION.  Matt.18:3.
1. If there is no conversion, there is no salvation.  Only born again believers have true hope of eternal salvation.

2. Jn.3:3, 1Pet.2:1-3, Ps.131:1-3.  

II. BE CAREFUL ABOUT IDENTIFICATION.  Matt.18:5.
1. Jesus identifies with His children.  Being a stumbling block to babes that are identified with Christ is a terrible offense.

2. Matt.10:40-42, Acts 7:55-56, 9:3-5.  

III. BE CAREFUL ABOUT OFFENCES.  Matt.18:7.
1. Offenses must come but woe to the offenders.  Trials and tribulations bring maturity, patience and endurance to the child of God but those that do evil to God’s children will answer to God for it.

2. 1Pet.4:12-19, 2Thess.1:4-8.  

IV. BE CAREFUL ABOUT SIN.  Matt.18:8-9. 
1. We should take drastic measures to not sin.  That is the basic principle Jesus is teaching here.  Yes, I take the Bible literally – but no, Jesus was not a sadist or a masochist. Mutilating yourself will not glorify God.  If it is His will for you to lose a member of your body, He will take it from you His way.  You don’t have to do it.  Forsake sin and follow the way of holiness.
2. Rom.6:1-23, 1Thess.5:16-24.  

V. BE CAREFUL ABOUT SALVATION.  Matt.18:11-14.  

1. Christ came to save His lost sheep.  Salvation is something that only comes by the sovereign elective grace of God.  
2. Jn.10:7-11, 14-16, 26-28.

CONCLUSION:  If you have never experienced the new birth, you need to repent and believe the gospel.  There is not hope for anyone outside the saving merits of Christ.  Be careful how you treat God’s people and the Lord’s congregation.  Children of God will always be willing to suffer for Him but God will not forget them that bring offenses upon us.  Our life is a life of holiness.  We should be willing to do anything to abstain from sin.  This is true individually and collectively.  We desire to see our little ones come to know Jesus and to see all our babes in Christ grow and mature in the faith.  Come today as we pray and as we sin.  Oh, be careful little child what you do.
