Being in Tune with God 

Text: Revelation 5:9-10 And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation;  And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth. 

INTRODUCTION: There are many notes that are put into a song and they must harmonize together to play any song. Now I want to talk to you today about being in tune with God. In order to be in tune with God we need to be in the right key, and we need to know and have all the notes in order to sing clearly and to harmonize with Him. 

Our text I believe is in heaven - following the rapture of the true saints of God. What a song that will be! One writer wrote: What a day that will be, when my Jesus I shall see. When He takes me by the hand and leads me  through the Promised Land. What a day, glorious day that will be. 

This new song will not be like most of the sentimental foolishness and emptiness of many songs today. Everyone will be in tune, and the harmony will be unlike any we have ever heard before. What does it require to be in tune with God? 

1. We must know our unworthiness:
2. We must know who is worthy:
3. We must know the Redeemer :
4. We must know our new occupation: 

Let us look at these four requirements: 

1. WE MUST KNOW OUR UNWORTHINESS: Every Christian should never forget the pit from whence they have been dug. The Bible teaches Total Human Depravity. I will go so far as to say that apart from the operation of God through the Holy Spirit, mankind is totally incapable of salvation.  He cannot save himself. God MUST intervene if he is to be saved.  God must do for him what he cannot do for himself.  
A. We are all born in sin: Psalm 51:5 Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me. Psalm 58:3 The wicked are estranged from the womb: they go astray as soon as they be born, speaking lies. Romans 5:12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 

B. Spiritually, all outside of Christ are dead in trespasses and in sin: Ephesians 2:1 And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins. Colossians 2:13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses. 

C. We are all worthy of hell: Acts 13:46 Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, It was necessary that the word of God should first have been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles. Romans 9:15-16 For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion. So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy. Romans 9:18 Therefore hath he mercy on whom he will have mercy, and whom he will he hardeneth. Romans 9:23 And that he might make known the riches of his glory on the vessels of mercy, which he had afore prepared unto glory. Romans 11:30-32 For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy through their unbelief: Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all. Romans 1:32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them. Revelation 5:2,4 And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof? And I wept much, because no man was found worthy to open and to read the book, neither to look thereon. 

2. WE MUST KNOW WHO IS WORTHY: Since we are not in ourselves worthy, we must know who is worthy. 

A. The Bible says that worthy is the Lamb: Revelation 5:12 Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing. 2 Corinthians 5:21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him. 

B. Understand the purpose for a Lamb: 1. God ordered the blood of the lamb for atonement for sin. Exodus 11:1-10 Exodus 12:1-14 John 1:29 The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world. John 1:36 And looking upon Jesus as he walked, he saith, Behold the Lamb of God! Isaiah 53:11 He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities. Matthew 20:28 Even as the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many. 

3. WE MUST KNOW THE REDEEMER: In order to be in tune with God, we must know the Redeemer. 

A. We must know Him Personally: Those who are saved have come to a personal knowledge of Christ as both Savior and Lord. The apostles knew Him both physically and Spiritually: 1 John 1:1-3 Those who know Jesus, know the Father and vice versa: John 8:19 Then said they unto him, Where is thy Father? Jesus answered, Ye neither know me, nor my Father: if ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also. 

B. We must know Him experimentally: When we truly know Jesus personally we also know him experimentally. While our experience of Christ may vary according to the closeness of our walk with him, nevertheless we experience the life and power of the living Christ who goes before us daily and stands in the midst of our assembly. John 1:11-13  He came unto his own, and his own received him not. But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. John 3:3-5 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 

C. We must know Him intimately: John 10:4-5 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice. And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of strangers. John 14:17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 

4. WE MUST KNOW OUR NEW OCCUPATION: The idea that one is saved just to go to heaven is totally un-Scriptural. 

A. We are saved to serve: John 12:26 If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honor. Galatians 5:13 For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another. 1 Thessalonians 1:9 For they themselves shew of us what manner of entering in we had unto you, and how ye turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God. 

B. We are given gifts or talents for service: 1 Corinthians 7:7 For I would that all men were even as I myself. But every man hath his proper gift of God, one after this manner, and another after that. 1 Peter 4:10 As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. 

C. We are to be a member of a Body: Acts 2:41 Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls. Romans 12:5 So we, being many, are one body in Christ, and every one members one of another. 1 Corinthians 12:12 For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ. 

D. Christ commanded that Body: Occupy until I come. Luke 19:13 And he called his ten servants, and delivered them ten pounds, and said unto them, Occupy till I come. Matthew 28:19-20 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen. John 20:21 Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you. Luke 24:47-48 And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. And ye are witnesses of these things. Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. 

Evangelism is the business of every Church and every Christian ought to be an active member of a true church. 

CONCLUSION: When we are right on these four things we will be right on others. We will say as David Said, I was glad when they said unto me, let us go into the house of the Lord. For the person that is in tune with God, Wednesday night prayer meeting, personal prayer time and Bible Study will not be a problem. Giving to Gods work will not be a problem. Our dress and daily walk will not be a problem. The problem with the Churches today is not material, it is Spiritual. We need a Spiritual tune-up so that we may be in tune with God. Some try to play their guitar on one string, and just do their own thing. It is not our thing that we need to do, it is Gods. Let us come to Him today and get tuned up Spiritually. Come now and we will be glad to pray and counsel with any that have a spiritual need. AMEN. 
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
