Born Losers
Job 5:6-7.  (Pray)
Everyone knows what a born loser is.  A born loser is someone for whom nothing ever seems to work out right.  I’m sure you know what I’m talking about.  Most people at one time or another have felt like they were a born loser.  The concept of being a born loser is so well known that there was even a comic strip that was dedicated to the born loser and songs have been written about being born to lose.  Let us think for a few moments about born losers.
I. The Reality of born losers.  
1. Our text is a quote from a man for whom nothing was working out right.  Job went through a lot but his quote here is not just for himself.  It is for all men.  Man is by nature a natural born loser, apart from the grace of God. Text.
2. A similar text is found in Job 14:1-2. Life is hard and even if we live to be a hundred, life is short.  Ps.144:4, James 4:14. 
3. As hard as life is for the born loser, it is still better than a lost eternity.  Matt.16:26, Lk.12:16-20, Heb.9:27. 
II. The Reason for born losers.
1. The Bible teaches that the main reason for our trouble is Sin.  Eccl.7:29.

2. Our fallen sin nature is the problem both in this life and in eternity.  Ps.51:5, 58:3, Rom.5:12, 3:23, 6:23, Jn.8:24, Lk.13:1-5.

3. A brief study of the fall into sin.  Gen.1:26, 2:16-17, 3:6-24, and 5:1-5.     


III. The Remedy for born losers.
1. Thankfully, God has given a remedy for the sin problem of born losers. Jn.3:1-8.  

2.  The grace of God can enable us to cope with the trials of life day by day. 2Cor.5:17-19.

3. More importantly, Christ delivers us from eternal death.  1Cor.15:19-26.    
Conclusion:  Thank God for His marvelous grace and mercy.  Because of sin, we are all natural born losers but we can endure the trials of life better by grace through faith.  If you have never trusted Christ as your Saviour, now is the time for you receive Him.  Today is the day of salvation.  Do not go out into eternity as a loser.  Life is hard enough without Christ but eternity without Him – oh, who can imagine what that would be like?  Physical death is one thing but the second death is a tragedy you may avoid.  I pray that God would transform you from being a born loser by the faith of Christ.  Phil 3:8-9 Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I may win Christ, And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith:  AMEN. 3-79, 9-89, 3-11.
