Do You Have a Biblical Worldview?

Romans 12:1-2, Matt.28:18-20.  (Pray)
The Bible teaches that the believer is to live his individual life in a way that honors the Lord and he is therefore set apart from the world.  After salvation we are to follow the Lord in scriptural immersion and serve God His way in His house.  On the surface this seems fairly easy to understand but in a  recent study, the Barna Research Group revealed a very stunning statistic about the evangelical world. Only 9 percent of professing Christians have a biblical worldview.  This is why today's believers often live very much like non-believers.  This is why the tragic things that ruin the lives of the unsaved often also happen in the lives of those that profess to know Christ.  We need to regroup and get back to the basics of the Bible.  I have often said, “God is REAL and God has spoken, He does not lie and He is worthy to be worshiped in faith and holiness.”  That, in essence, is the ROOT of a Biblical Worldview.  We really need to develop a systematic way of driving these things home to our heart and mind.  There is much more to this than can be covered in one little 45 minute sermon but let us think about it for a few moments today at the very least.  Consider five things. 
I. God is real.  
1. This is a primary truth.  Gen.1:1, Jn.1:1-3. 

2. This is an instinctive truth. Rom.1:18-20.  
3. This is a hated truth.  Ps.2:1-3, 7:9-16, 14:1-3.
II. God has spoken.  
1. This is a primary truth.  Ten times is the 1st chapter of Genesis are the words “and God said”.  Gen.1:3-29.
2. This is a spiritual truth.  2Tim.3:16-17. 2Pet.1:16-21. 
3. This is a rejected truth.  Ps.106:24-25. Acts 17:2-5. 28:23-24. 
III. God does not lie.
1. This is a divine truth.  Ps.89:34-35. Titus 1:1-2. Heb.6:18.
2. This is a trustworthy truth.  1Tim.1:15. Tit.3:5-8.
3. This is authoritative truth.  Jn.10:34-36. Isa.7:7. Ezk.3:10-21.
IV. God can be trusted.  

      1.  This is an ultimate truth.  



A.  For the believer.  Acts 16:31. Jn. 3:16, 36. 


B.  For the unbeliever.  Rev.21:8. 20:12-14.

V. God is needed in our lives.
1. This is an obvious truth.  Eph.2:11-16.  Isa.53:6. Rom.3:23, 6:23.
2. This is a saving truth.  Ps.3:7-8. 18:2-3, 46. 37:39-40.
Conclusion:  God is real and God has spoken.  He cannot lie and He can most certainly be trusted.  We need Him more than anything else in the world.  This is the kind of world view that everyone ought to have.  This is how YOU need to see things.  Hear ye the word of the Lord.  He says, “Look unto me and be ye saved.”  AMEN.
