God’s Message through the Prophet Habakkuk
Part Two

Hab.1:12.  (Pray)
Habakkuk was a true prophet of God and he was grieved at the sin of God’s people.  In his stand against the sins of Israel Habakkuk expressed his concern to God and wondered why God did not do something.  There is an old saying, “Be careful what you ask for.”  As we look around today in America, we see things happen much like they did in the history of Israel.  I believe God loves America as He does Israel but in His holiness, He must judge sin and we find that we are deserving of judgment just as Israel was so often in biblical history.  That was the first concern on the prophet’s heart and we studied that last time.  Now let us consider his second concern.
I.   THE SECOND CONCERN ON THE PROPHET’S HEART.  Hab.1:12 – 2:20. 

1. The Chaldeans were worse than Israel and God is still silent. Hab.1:12-2:1.

A. God is an eternal, immutable, holy, personal God.  Hab.1:12.
B. God will punish sin but will not destroy His people. We shall not die.
C. God can use tools as He sees fit.  Hab.1:12.

D. God is so holy He cannot look upon Sin. Hab.1:13.

E. God knows the limits of true justice.  Hab.1:13. 

F. God uses His tools like an angler & net. Hab.1:14-15.

G. God can use heartless, relentless & self-serving tools .Hab.1:16-17.

H. God wants His people to be attentive to Him. Hab.2:1.  

2. The Chaldeans are God’s tool according to His eternal purpose. Hab.2:2-20.
A. God has spoken.  Hab.2:2. 
B. God will keep His word in due time.  Hab.2:3. 

C. God won’t honor presumptuousness but always blesses true faith.v.4. 
D. God knows the greediness of tools like Nebuchadnezzar.  V.5-6. 

E. God will humble the proud.  V.7-8.

F. God says woe to the covetous.   V.9-11.
G. God says woe to them that get gain with violent sin. God shall prevail.  V.12-14. 

H. God says woe to them that weaken men with drunkenness. V.15-18.

I. God says woe to pagan idolaters.  There is a right way to worship. V.19-20.

Conclusion:  God is sovereign and He is in control.  When we see evil all around us, know that God is aware of it; His justice shall prevail and the punishment is always sufficient to the crime.  Evil men may hurt and harm as permitted by divine providence, that in the end - true faith and justice may win.  It is best if we remain faithful to God’s word.  If we fall into sin, the sooner we repent the better.  Are YOU a true blood bought child of God?  Humble your self before God and surrender to His will for your life.
