His Fullness and Your Void
Jn.1:14-16.  (Pray)

Looking at v.16 we want to consider Christ’s Fullness.  There is a void in the heart and life of both the lost sinner and the saved saint that can only be filled by the fullness of Christ.  Let us consider your void, your nothingness, your need of Christ and His fullness.  Notice three things.

Christ is looking for emptiness.

1. He is looking for the lost. Lk.19:10, 1Tim.1:15, Rom.5:6-8, Matt.11:28.
2. He is here when you have nothing to offer. Lk.5:31-32.

3. He is here when you need Him most.  2Cor.6:1-2.
Christ can fill the void of lost sinners in salvation.
1. Picture a fruit tree loaded down with ripe, luscious, juicy fruit, ready to be picked.  Then see a basket full of fruit under it, and another and another but these will not do.  What the tree needs is an empty basket.  
2. Christ is the tree of life and is ripe with the fruit of the Spirit and ready to yield abundant grace.  He does not need you who are full.  He wants you who are empty.  Isa.45:22.

3. It is trusting the person of Christ, not a head knowledge of doctrine that saves.  Would you bring your empty spiritual basket to Him today? Acts 16:31.  
Christ can fill the void for born again believers also in many ways.
1. Many things can make a saint feel empty.
A. Death of a loved one, separation, betrayal.
B. Personal illness.

C. Financial stress.  1Pet.5:6-7. 

2. Believers must be emptied of self-will & self-sufficiency.

A. Spurgeon said, “Self-will is a cataract on the eye of faith that clouds our clear view of Christ.”  Lk.22:41-43.  Not MY will but thine… 
3. Another emptiness felt by Christians is a lack of power.
A. When we feel inadequate in our service.

B. When we see little results.  

C. When we see unfaithfulness abounding.

D. When we doubt our own spirituality. Heb.7:24-25.  

Conclusion:  When you feel that void in your life, look to Jesus.  See the miter on His high priestly head.  Look again and see the crown instead as He is King of kings and Lord of lords.  See Him handle the silver scepter. He could smite the nations with it and break them like a piece of pottery but He stretches it out in mercy and bids you touch it, saying thou hast received grace and favor of the Lord.  Look again and His Kingly robe is a Prophet’s mantel and truth and wisdom drop from His lips.  Sit at His feet and learn of Him.  See the nail prints and worship the Lamb that was slain.  AMEN. 4-95, 6-12.
