Life, Liberty and Happiness
Gen.2:7.  Lev.25:10.  Job 5:17.  Pray. 

I saw a very patriotic article the other day and it touched my heart.  I’m so thankful that God in His providence let me be born in America.  I know our country has problems and there are people in political offices that need to be changed.  Thankfully, we have a Constitution that gives power to “we the people” and empowers us to control our government (not the other way around).  That is the way it should be.   Every citizen would do well to read our Constitution and the Declaration of Independence ever so often.  I particularly like the line in the Declaration of Independence that says that we are endowed by our Creator with the unalienable rights of Life, Liberty and The Pursuit of Happiness.  On the 6th day of creation, God made man and gave him Life.  According to the biblical principle of Jubilee in the book of Leviticus, Liberty is also a very important thing that God wants His creatures to have and that liberty is very closely connected to the right to own private property.  In Job, one of the oldest books of the Bible, the writer says that it is important to God that His children are Happy and that is why He gives them loving chastisement in their lives.  Yes, Life, Liberty and Happiness are things about which the Bible has much to say.  For the sake of brevity, let us consider for a few moments some things that Jesus and the New Testament had to say about these things.  
I. Christ and Life.
1. Spiritual Life is more important than physical life.  Matt.6:25-33.

2. Spiritual Life is found on the narrow way.  Matt.7:14.

3. Spiritual Life is worth sacrifice. Matt.10:38-39.  

4. Spiritual Life through Christ alone.  Jn.1:4, 3:15-16, 36, 6:33, 40, 47, 10:10-11, 14:6.  
II. Christ and Liberty.  
1. Liberty comes with the Gospel.  Lk.4:18-19, 8:21, 2Cor.3:17.

2. Liberty needs wisdom.  1Cor.8:9, Gal.5:13, 1Pet.2:15-16. 

3. Liberty must guard against false teaching.  Gal.2:4.

4. Liberty must not yield to bondage.  Gal.5:1.
5. Liberty is where God’s word brings us.  James 1:25, 2:12.  

III. Christ and Happiness.  
1. In the Beatitudes of the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus was not teaching on how to be saved but how to have a happy life as a believer.  Matt.5:1-11.  

A. Happiness is to know that God gives salvation to those that have nothing to offer Him.  V.3.
B. Happiness comes to those that are grieved over their sin and the sad results of sin all around them. V.4.

C. Happiness comes to the not so loud and proud.  V.5.

D. Happiness comes to those that crave to live right in the sight of God.  V.6.

E. Happiness is for those that have a tender heart for others. V.7.

F. Happiness is part of knowing that you are right with God on the inside.  V.8.

G. Happiness is for those that put an end to strife in their life and bring peace to those around them both physically and every other way but especially spiritually.  V.9.  
H. Happiness is for the believer in his heart even when the enemies of God hate him and abuse him in everyway.  V.10.

I. Happiness is to know that you have the grace of God abiding on you and you are living for Him by His grace through faith in spite of what unbelievers falsely say about you or how they might defame you and ridicule you because of their hatred for Him.  V.11-12.  
Conclusion:  Life is a definite gift from God.  That is true physically speaking and no mother has the moral right to end the live in her womb nor does the scalpel holding hand of an abortionist.  The Bible says thou shalt not kill and the only exception to that is when the government or the individual is defending life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness by self defense, armed militia, or judicial justice according to scripture.  Spiritual Life is also most definitely a gift from God.  It can NEVER be taken from you.  If this item is yet unresolved in your life Oh, come now to Christ by His grace and trust Him and Him alone for the salvation of your soul.  Political freedom is a wonderful thing indeed but spiritual freedom is even greater.  Turn in repentant faith and trust Christ as your Saviour.  Jesus is the perfect example to follow in holiness and happiness.  I know that He was called a man of sorrows but all in all, He was a happy man.  Jn.13:15-17, 15:11. God is a happy God and He wants His children to be happy too.  Ps. 128:1-6.  AMEN.
