Walking the Line for God
2Chron.34:1-2.  (Pray)

There was a popular song years ago by Johnny Cash called “I’ll Walk the Line.”  I don’t know where the idea for that song came from but maybe it was from the old policeman’s drunk driver test.  Before they came up with the breathalyzer, they used to draw a straight chalk line and if the person couldn’t walk the line, they were thrown in the drunk tank.  What if God had a line for us to walk?  Our text deals with a man named Josiah who walked the line for God.  The Bible says Josiah walked in the ways of David his father.
Let us look at Josiah today and consider five things about “Walking the Line for God.” 

Josiah began to seek God when he was young. 2Chron.34:3a.


1.  Listen children, young people, the sooner you are attentive to the things of God 
the better.  Sin pays off in disappointment, despair and death. Rom.6:23.
Josiah began to purge Judah of ungodliness.  2Chron.34:3b-5.


1.  Take a stand for God and the Bible at home, at school, at work or play. 


2.  Take a stand against Satan and secular idolatry in all the land. 2Chron.34:6-7.
Josiah repaired the house of God. 2Chron.34:8-13.


1.  If there is work to be done, see to it and work with others. V.8.

2.  If there is money needed, see to it and make it happen. V.9-11.

3.  If there is music needed, see to it. V.12.


4.  If there is anything that is needed, see to it.  V.13.

Josiah had a tender heart for God’s word.  2Chron.34:14-28.


1.  Be a Bible believer.  V.27.

2.  Be a Repentant believer. V.27.

3.  Be a Humble believer. V.27.


4.  Be a Praying believer. V.27.

Josiah stood in his place and made a covenant.  2Chron.34:29-33.


1.  Separation of Church and State should not hinder believers.


A. Make a public commitment to God. V.29-31. 



B. Cause others to take a stand too. V.32.


C. Let your presence be a good influence. V.33. 

Conclusion:  Josiah became King at the age of only eight years old.  At the age of sixteen, he was already doing great things for God. At the age of twenty-six he was working diligently with other believers to make things right in the land.  He walked the line for God.  You can do it too.  First, you must have a heart that is right with God.  Confess your sin and turn in repentant faith to the God of the Bible and His remedy for your sin.  Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ as your only hope of salvation and submit to Him and His leadership in your life.  Forget what the secular humanist and the historical revisionists say and cling to the inspired word of God as your guide.  AMEN.  
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
