Walking with God
Dt. 31:1-8.  (Pray)
Let us think for a few moments about “Walking with God”.  God is always faithful to be with His people but there are times when we don’t walk as close to Him as we should.  Many times our fellowship with God is broken when we get out of step with God.  It is very important for the child of God to stay in the will of the Lord.  When it comes to walking with God the Bible asks the question in Amos 3:3; “Can two walk together, except they be agreed?”  Consider three things about walking with God. 

I. HINDRANCES TO OUR WALK WITH GOD.  (3 Hindrances)
1. Powers of darkness.  Eph.6:10-13, 1Pet.5:8.

2. Physical weakness.  Isa.40:31, Ps.23.  

3. Personal preferences.  Jer.10:23, 1Jn.2:6, Gal.2:20.

II. EXAMPLES OF WALKING WITH GOD IN THE O.T. (3 Examples)

1. Enoch.  Gen.5:22-24.  A picture of the rapture. Jude 14. 
2. Noah.  Gen.6:9.  Heb.11:7.  His faith was good but not his drinking.
3. Solomon.  1Kings 3:3. He built the Temple but followed after women.  
4. We need a personal walk with God that is true to the Bible. 

III. WAYS TO WALK WITH GOD IN THE N.T.  (3 Ways)

1. Walk in the Light.  1Jn.1:7, Eph.5:8, Jn.8:12, Jn.3:19-21.

2. Walk in the Spirit.  Gal.5:16, 25, Rom.8:5, 9 and 14.

3. Walk by Faith.  2Cor.5:6-9.  

CONCLUSION:  Walking with God is better than walking before Him.  Gen.17:1.  God sees all things and all of us are always walking before Him but when we walk WITH Him, that is when we walk by His grace and the best way to do that is to be born again and IN Him by faith.  Eph.2:8-9, 2Cor.5:17 (A new creature).
