Call to Order – The April meeting of the Administrative Council was called to order at 7:03 pm by Brooke. Wendy led Devotions. The Minutes of the February meeting were approved, motion by Bonnie with a second by Helen. The Treasurer's Report was approved, all bank accounts total $206,665.03. 
Old Business – None.
New Business – None.
Education – The Pie and Cake Auction was on March 26th and $3230 raised. Graduation and Mother's Day activities will be in May. Men will be taking over fellowship for the ladies on Mother's day. Two graduates this year (Owen and Victoria). Bible School starting June 11-15 5:30-7:30, Superhero theme. Looking for volunteers. We will be having a grill out for Father's Day. We are having a meeting tomorrow night April 6th. Discussion regarding new Sunday School plan. 
Fellowship/Family Ministries/Evangelism – Tonight delivered baskets to Pat Adey, Linda Howard, Peg Atzen. Pastor Wendy will start a class on Wednesday night May 3rd at 6:00-7:00 to pray with beads. They will be making the set of beads the first night and then they learn about different formats for prayer. Looking at having a church night at the Icubs. Looking into doing bible journaling and having a cupcake decorating class. 
Missions – Heifer project going on currently and goes until May 7th. Discussion regarding Carissa's mission trip. Possibly having Carissa discuss at church what she is doing for her mission trip and letting people make donations. 
Worship – Palm Sunday is this Sunday. Palms have been ordered. Meeting on Sunday April 9th. As far as Jonathan is concerned everything is going great. Maundy Thursday service with communion. Pray vigil on Good Friday. 
Memorial – Automatic door and chairs have been paid for. Sitting at $33,144.38.
Finance – Gaylen went to the Trustees as they had asked for $9,900 to put on the fire escape and he asked to have that taken out of the budget. Committee approved an adjustment $87,600 and this passed.
Financial Secretary – A report on giving was distributed.
Trustees – No report given from Ardene. We have a water leak which is costing us $100 a month.  April 11th they are coming to clean the windows.
Membership –  217 members.
Nominations – Wendy had some questions regarding when this began for 2018.
Pastor Parish Relations – February 28th met with the DS and Wendy for the first time. On March 30th a Charge Conference was held to appoint Wendy as our new pastor. Our next meeting is scheduled for April 12th at 7:00 to go over the Another Set of Eyes Form. 
Communications – Meeting March 29th where Torie gave a presentation. The committee is trying to get up to date emails.  Margaret Forster made a guide book regarding things that she had been doing for the church. They are trying to see if everything works correctly. They would like to have Jeff present about the television and webpage. They would like to see highlights from the Ad Board in the newsletter. Torie put a presentation together regarding having a printer at her house. They committee voted to accept this proposal. The printer was voted on and approved. Jeff asked that people send him their fliers for the website and the television. 
UMW –  Marilyn Murphy will receive a special award for mission in 2016. They served 100 people for the funeral of Russ Altes. They will be serving Caring Hands Food Pantry Simple Supper on Monday April 24th at Adventure Life Church. 
UMYF – Youth went out tonight to deliver Easter baskets to people of the congregation. Heath is thinking about extending True Believers 30 minutes. Easter Sunrise Service is coming up. Spoke about the contemporary type service and the subscription for the media. He has discussed this with Pastor Wendy as well. The subscription is $300 a year. Heath described the media. Heath will meet with the worship committee on Sunday regarding the media. Heath is wondering about a tax statement for the people that donated the couch in the youth room. The ski trip in Minnesota was a success. Some of the youth brought their friends.  
Lay Leader – Wendy has promised to help Jeff with this position. Nothing to report at this time. Libby told Jeff that there are guidelines in the library regarding his position.
Lay Member to Annual Conference – Central District Conference April 27th. They will be discussing four questions. Annual Conference June 10-12th.  The theme is “Creating Difference Makers”. The new bishop, Laurie Haller will be preaching. The laity session is June 10th. The UMW event is Sunday, June 11th at Wesley UMC during the supper hour. 
Members at Large – Don- Capital Growth. There was a meeting last month to discuss how things went. $100,000 gained from the committee. The committee has been disband as the work of this committee is over. People that we were not able to meet personally we tried to mail them information. $83,000 in cash. $268,000 in pledges/cash. Jeff discussed what the next steps are with the expansion process. The DS would like us to answer three questions. What is the mission purpose of the building project? How can Centennial achieve the goal? What are the steps to meet those expectations? Why does Centennial need it at this point? Brooke is the face.
